If it is required to remove part of stud,
make sure that the wall is not a load bearing wall.

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For your convenience, adjustable shelves have been pre-installed. In order to adjust shelf location:
@ Carefully slide the shelf out from shelf clips. See fig.1.
@ Loosen each shelf clip screw (two for each shelf)
and slide to the desired location.See fig 2.
© Carefully slide the shelf into the shelf clips making sure
shelf is level and retighten shelf clip screws.
